DIRECTIONS TO CAMP MENOMINEE
The speed limit on the Chicago/Madison route is 65 m.p.h. on four-lane roads until Merrill (about 60 miles
from Menominee). The Northern Suburbs/Milwaukee route is on two-lane 55 m.p.h. road for more than half
of the journey and passes through several small towns. We recommend the Chicago/Madison route.

FROM CHICAGO AND MADISON

Take Interstate 90 north to HWY 78 North
(near Portage).
78 runs into US HWY 51 North.
Stay on 51 North until the second Merrill exit (Route 64
East), about 15 miles north of Wausau. There will be
signs indicating to exit for Eagle River and Rhinelander.
From 64 East, you make the first LEFT turn, onto HWY
17 North.
Follow HWY 17 through Rhinelander and continue north
toward Eagle River.
About 15 miles north of Rhinelander, you will turn LEFT
onto HWY D (at The White Stag restaurant).
Follow HWY D approximately 8 miles to Camp
Menominee, which will be on your LEFT.

FROM NORTHERN CHICAGO SUBURBS
AND MILWAUKEE*

Take Interstate  94 in Wisconsin to 894 bypass
(west around Milwaukee).
894 bypass becomes HWY 45 North.
Take HWY 45 North.
Just before the city of Eagle River turn left on
HWY 70 West.
Take HWY 70 West out of town.
Make a LEFT on CTY HWY H.
Follow CTY HWY H to the end, where you turn
RIGHT on CTY HWY D.
Menominee will be on your LEFT in about 1.5
miles.

*IF YOU WISH TO TAKE HWY 51 UP
NORTH

Simply take the Madison exit I-94 West of the
bypass. Stay on 94 West (which joins 90 near
Madison) and follow the first set of directions
from there.
